TREASURES FROM OUR
TRADITION

Charlemagne, crowned Holy Roman
Emperor on Christmas Day, 800, had a major
interest in shaping the worship life of the
church, and began a long period of reform and regulation. We owe
many confirmation policies and practices to his rule. A baptized
person was required to be confirmed as soon as the bishop’s pres-
ence made it possible. Priests were expected to do their best in see-
ing to it that a newly-baptized child received the Eucharist. One
twelfth-century ritual insists that if the child is not yet capable of
eating or drinking, then the priest might give him or her some of the
Precious Blood on a leaf or a finger.

Despite the best efforts of the Empire to hold liturgical life together,
the rules were not always lived out with great beauty. St. Richard of
Chichester of thirteenth-century England, for example, was canon-
ized for his holy life as a bishop. One of the remarkable signs of his
sanctity was his willingness to climb down from his horse to con-
firm “merely baptized” layfolk who crossed his path! This praise-
worthy practice points a finger of blame at less zealous bishops,
whose casual attitudes revealed a sacrament in need of rescue.

En el afio 2001, Carlos Manuel Rodriguez Santia-
g0 se convirtid en el primer laico caribefio beatifi-
cado por la Iglesia. Su vida fue ejemplar en la cari-
dad y en el amor a la liturgia, pues promovio la I
participacion de los fieles de una manera activa,
mucho antes de que el Concilio Vaticano II asi lo
pidiera. En 1963 una colitis rectal muy severa lo llevo a los brazos
de Cristo resucitado, a la edad de 44 afios.

Carlitos, como muchos lo llaman, trabajé en la Univer-
sidad de Puerto Rico y fund6 un grupo apostdlico laical en el Cen-
tro Catdlico de dicha universidad. Alli pudo obrar por el desarrollo
del humanismo cristiano, la participacion activa de los laicos en la
liturgia de la Iglesia y por la renovacion de la Vigilia Pascual. Solia
decir que los cristianos “vivimos para esa noche” como cumbre y
centro de nuestra fe.

Carlitos es modelo para los laicos comprometidos con su
fe. El insistia no s6lo en una participacion activa en la pastoral de la
iglesia, sino también en la liturgia de la Iglesia en una época donde
la Misa todavia se consideraba obra exclusiva de los sacerdotes.
